Agency now formally covers 70% of the 

world's energy consumption. This increases the 
relevance of the IEA   

Á India will now have a grea ter say in global 
energy issues.   

The International Energy Agency (IEA)  
Á The International Energy Agency (IEA) is a 

Paris-based autonomous intergovernmental 
organization established in the framework of 
the Organisation for Economic Co -operation 
and Developm ent (OECD) in 1974  
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Á The IEA acts as a policy adviser to its member 
states, but also works with non -member 
countries, especially China, India, and Russia. 
The Agency's mandate has broadened to 
focus on the "3Es" of effectual energy policy: 
energy security, e conomic development, and 
environmental protection

festival.   

Á The festival will be celebrated in 21 distri cts of 
Assam and the festival will be kicked off on the 
banks of the river.  

Á Brahmaputra is considered to be the country's 
only male river  and the five -day festival will 
include cultural programmes, traditional 
sports, Brahmaputra Aarti, exhibition, film 
shows, seminars and competitions.  

Á The festival is expected to be a boon for 
Assam's tourism industry. Security has been 
beefed up in and around Guwahati ahead of 
the visit of the President and Dalai Lama.

Á The LED tubelights and fans would be 
distributed under 'Unnat Jeevan by Affordable 
LEDs and Appliances for All' (UJALA) scheme, 
which is an extension of old d omestic efficient 
lighting programme.  

Á The cost per tube light would be Rs 230 along -
with three years free replacement warrantee.  

Á The BEE 5-star 50 -watt fan will replace the 
conventional 75 -watt ceiling fan. It will cost Rs 
1,150, along with two -years free replacement 
warranty, thus saving 33 per cent electricity.  
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Á The government had earlier launched a 
scheme to distribute subsidised CLF bulbs and 
LED lights, which helped in saving energy 
worth about Rs 200 crore and the present 
initiative is an extension of that scheme.  

Á UJALA was an integral part of energy 
conservation initiative of the state government 
and had been very successfully adopted by the 
people of the state

Harmanpreet Singh were named as the Asian 
Player of the Year 2016 and Asian Promising 
Player of the Year respectively by the Asian 
Hockey Federation (AHF).  

Á Sunil played a vital role in India's successful 
outing at the FIH Champions Trophy in London 
where the team earned a historic silver medal.   

Á Considered to be one of the fastest men on 
the pitch in the world, Sunil has also served as 
the team's vice -captain and is entrusted with 
the duty of le ading by example.  

Á The nominations for these awards were made 
by coaches across the national teams in Asia 
and the criteria of nomination was based on 
the performance for the year 2016  

Á Harmanpreet had a stupendous 2016 with 
India winning the Junior World Cu p where he 
led the team's defence and was instrumental 
in converting penalty corners.   

Á He was also part of the Indian men's team at 
the 2016 Rio Olympics and the FIH Champions 
Trophy in London.  
 

El Salvador becomes first country to ban metals 
mining nation wide  

 
Á The smallest country in Central America  ǿ El 

Salvador ǿ has approved a law prohibiting all 
metal mining in an attempt to protect the 
environment and natural resources.   

Á It is the first country in the world to do so  
Á The new law, supported by 70 lawmak ers, 

bans all exploration, extraction, and 
processing of metals both in open pits and 
mines.  

Á The level of environmental pollution in El 
Salvador is one of the highest in the region, 
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second only to Haiti, and the availability of 
drinking water is the lowest , according to UN 
data.  

Á The legislation was passed despite interest 
from international gold and silver mining 
companies.  

Á In October, El Salvador won a lawsuit at the 
World Bank's International Center for 
Settlement of Investment Disputes (ICSID) 
against th e Australian -Canadian miner 
OceanaGold Corp.  
 

Indian magnate appointed head of SAȃs BRICS 
Business Council  

Á Indian -origin South African billionaire Iqbal 
Surve has been appointed as chairperson of 
the countryȃs BRICS Business Council and has 
underlined the need for strengthening trade 
ties with countries like India and China.   

Á Straight after his appointment by the South 
African government, Surve, headed to New 
Delhi for the mid -term meeting of the Brics 
Councils from other countries in the bloc ǿ 
Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa.  

Á He hightlighted importance to strengthen ties 
with China and India.  

Á Surve, the chairperson of Sekunjalo Group and 
Independent Media, has interests in media, 
technology and healthcare.  

Á Surve is a founding member of the BR ICS 
Business Council and the Clinton Global 
Initiative; he serves on a number of multi -
lateral institutions and global organisations.  

Á Surve served as the first chairperson of the 
World Economic Forum Global Growth 
Companies Advisory Board and vice 
chairper son of the Global Agenda Council for 
Emerging Multinationals.   

Á He is a participant member of the G20 
meeting and serves on B20 Task Teams as well 
as the Unga private sector forum, amongst 
others.  

 
Vanaja N Sarna appointed Central Board of Excise 
and Custom s chief  

Á Senior bureaucrat Vanaja N Sarna was 
appointed as chairperson of Central Board of 
Excise and Customs (CBEC).   

Á Sarna, a 1980 batch officer of Indian Revenue 
Service (Customs and Central Excise), is at 
present member in the CBEC, an apex policy 
makin g body for indirect taxes.   

Á She will take over charge from incumbent 
Najib Shah who completes his term this 
month -end.   

Á The CBEC will be responsible for ensuring 
successful roll out and subsequent 
implementation of the GST, with the help of 
VAT officers of  state governments and others. 
The board will also be rechristened as Central 
Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) 
after necessary legislative approval in the GST 
regime.   

Á The CBEC - which works under Finance 
Ministry - comprises of a chairperson and  a 
maximum of six members.  

 
Rajiv Kumar Chander appointed Indiaȃs Permanent 
Representative to Geneva UN offices  

Á Rajiv Kumar Chander, a 1983 batch Indian 
Foreign Service officer, was appointed the 
Ambassador and Permanent Representative of 
India to the UN o ffices in Geneva.  
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Á Chander, who at present is the Consul General 
in Vancouver, Canada, is expected to take up 
his new assignment shortly  

Á He will succeed Ajit Kumar at the Geneva 
office.  

Á Chander earlier served as Deputy Permanent 
Representative in the Geneva  office from 2006 
to 2009.  

Á He was in -charge in New Delhi of political 
work relating to Gulf countries as well as Haj 
related matters.  

Á Chander served as Indiaȃs Ambassador to 
Ukraine from July 2011 to July 2015.  

 

PM Narendra Modi to inaugurate Chenani -Nashr i 
tunnel  

Á Amid multi -tiered security, Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi will today dedicate to the 
nation India's longest road tunnel+ on the 
Jammu -Srinagar National Highway, making it 
operational for traffic.  

Á The new 10.8 kilometre Chenani -Nashri road 
tunnel+ i s the longest highway tunnel in Asia  

Á A high alert has also been issued ahead of the 
Prime Minister's visit, even as vigilance at the 
border and at vital installations in J&K has 
been stepped up.  

Á The tunnel will save fuel worth nearly Rs 99 
crore a year. "R s 27 lakh worth of fuel is likely 
to be saved per day  
 

Miami Open: Johanna Konta defeats Caroline 
Wozniacki    

Á Johanna Konta defeated Caroline Wozniacki 6 -
4, 6-3 to win the Miami Open on Saturday Ȁ 
the biggest title won by a British woman in 40 
years.  

Á Konta , who had never won an elite WTA 
premier mandatory event, will move to number 
seven in the world rankings with the victory.  

Á No British woman had ever won a premier 
mandatory event since the elite tier was 
introduced in 2009 and this was only the 
second tim e that Konta had even qualified for 
the Miami tournament.  
 

SpaceX successfully launches first recycled rocket  

Á SpaceX successfully launched and then 
retrieved its first recycled rocket Thursday, a 
historic feat and the biggest leap yet in its bid 
to drive d own costs and speed up flights.  

Á It was the first time SpaceX founder Elon Musk 
tried to fly a booster that soared before on an 
orbital mission.   

Á his particular first stage landed on an ocean 
platform almost exactly a year ago after a 
space station launch f or NASA. SpaceX 
refurbished and tested the 15 -story booster, 
still sporting its nine original engines. It nailed 
another vertical landing at sea Thursday once 
it was finished boosting the satellite for the 
SES company of Luxembourg. SpaceX 
employees jammed  outside Mission Control at 
the Hawthorne, California, company 
headquarters cheered loudly every step of the 
way - and again when the satellite reached its 
proper orbit.  

 
US Astronaut Peggy Whitson Breaks Sunita 
Williams' Record For Most Spacewalks By A 
Wo man  

Á American astronaut Peggy Whitson made 
history when she floated outside the 
International Space Station on Thursday, 
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breaking the record for the most spacewalks 
by a woman. Ms Whitson, 57, made her eighth 
career spacewalk, surpassing the record of 
seven previously held by American Suni 
Williams.  

Á The spacewalk formally began at 7:29 am 
(1129 GMT) when Ms Whitson and her NASA 
colleague Shane Kimbrough switched their 
spacesuits to battery power before venturing 
outside the airlock and into the vacuum of 
space. 

 
PV Sindhu clinches India Open Super Series  

Á PV Sindhu avenged her Rio defeat against 
Carolina Marin in style with a thumping 21 -19, 
21-16 victory over the top seed Spaniard in the 
India Open Super Series 2017 final.   

Á Sindhu took 47 minutes to win her m aiden 
home Super Series crown.  

Á The Indian shuttler dominated the match from 
the very beginning and never look out of 
control. This was the second Superseries title 
win for Sindhu.   

Á The Indian shuttler has shown character in the 
tournament and she entered t he final after 
beaten Saina Nehwal and Sung ji -Hyun.   

Á Sindhu rated India Open as one of the 
important tournaments in her itinerary.  

Á Both these players were also involved in an 
epic battle during the 2016 Rio Olympics.   

Á In the one hour 23 minute classic, Ma rin 
emerged the winner in an epic three -game 
match but Sindhu created history as she 
became the first Indian female shuttler to 
clinch the silver medal in the Olympics.

Á The US India Business Council has selected the 
CM for award of ȂTransformative Chief 
Ministerȃ and Naidu would be receiving 
coveted award at second annual West Coast 
summit which to be held in California on May 
8.  

Á The CM has been requested to deliver his 
massage on the occasion and CMȃs office 
received the message towards award 
function.   

Á Several prominent personalities and 
industrialists would attend the meeting. 
However, the CM would also take part in the 
interactions after the award function.  
 

Harmanpreet Kaur named Aus T20 team's Player of 
the Year  

Á India's women's T20I team captain 
Harmanpreet Kaur has been named Player of 
the Year by Australia's Women's Big Bash 
League team Sydney Thunder.   

Á Harmanpreet e arlier had become the first 
Indian cricketer to play in Australia's Big Bash 
League, when she was picked by the team last 
year.   

Á She played 13 matches for the team, scoring 
296 runs.  

Á Pat Cummins, who was brought in a 
replacement for Mitchell Starc during 
Australiaȃs tour of India, after the Ranchi Test, 
won the Michael Hussey Medal for the Best 
Menȃs Player of the Year award for the Menȃs 
Sydney Thunder franchise.  

Á Last year, the 28 -year -old became the first 
ever Indian cricketer to be picked by a Big 
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Bash League franchise, when the Sydney 
Thunder picked her in their squad.  

Á  Kaurȃs selection was soon followed by that of 
Smriti Mandhana, who was picked by the 
Brisbane Heat, later in the year.  

 
81st Foundation Day of Odisha -ȂUtkal Divas 

Á On April 1, 1936, Odisha  was formed and since 
then the day is celebrated to mark the 
contributions and sacrifices made by the 
people of the state in the formation days.   

Á The day is also called as ȂUtkal Divasȃ. 
Constant efforts of activists ǿ Utkalamani 
Gopabandhu Das, Maharaja S hri 
Ramachandra Bhanjadeo, Raja Baikunthanath 
Dey, Maharaja Shri Krushna Chandra Gajapati, 
Gourishankar Ray, Gangadhar Meher, Utkala 
Gaurav Madhusudan Das and Fakir Mohan 
Senapati ǿ helped Odisha to get status of 
separate linguistic state, which carved out  
Bengal -Bihar -Orissa province.

Á Odisha is largely recognized as a poor state 
with poor infrastructure and people suffering 
from nutrition.   

Á But that is not the actual case; in fact the 
state is  blessed with rich heritage, culture, 
natural beauty and some amazing festivals 
and traditions.

Á Myanmar has become the seventh member of 
the South Asia Subregional Economic 
Cooperation (SASEC) partnership, opening up 
new  markets and supply chain links for trade 

and business between South Asia and 
Southeast Asia.   

Á SASEC countries Ȁ Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, 
Maldives, Myanmar, Nepal, and Sri Lanka Ȁ 
coordinate the planning of projects and 
activities to increase economic gr owth by 
building transport connectivity, facilitating 
faster and more efficient trade, and promoting 
cross-border power trade.  

Á South Asia Subregional Economic Cooperation 
(SASEC) programme of Asian Development 
Bank (ADB) is expanding towards the East with 
Myanmar formally becoming the seventh 
member of the Corporation in 2017.  

Á Myanmar's membership in SASEC can offer a 
host of opportunities for realising synergies 
from economic cooperation in the sub -
region.SASEC member countries recognise 
that most of SASEC 's multi -modal connectivity 
initiatives include Myanmar.   

Á Road corridors in Myanmar provide the key 
links between South Asia and Southeast Asia. 
Ports in Myanmar will provide additional 
gateways to the landlocked North Eastern 
region of India.

Á Irani launched PowerTex India, a 
comprehensive power - loom development 
scheme today in Bhiwandi district of 
Maharashtra.  

Á PowerTex In dia scheme will benefit the small 
powerloom weaver's to survive. For 
upgradation of powerloom sector government 
has increased subsidy by 30 per cent.  

Á The yarn bank issue has also been addressed 
and an assistance to the tune of Rs 2 crore will 
be given for the yarn bank created by 11 
weavers.  

Á A common facility centre will be started under 
this scheme. Under Mudra Yojana the 
government would give a soft loan.  

Á With the help of Small Industries Development 
Bank of India (Sidbi) powerloom company can 
expand thei r business.   

Á Powerlooms using solar power would be 
granted 50 per cent subsidy  

 
Roger Federer Downs Rafael Nadal To Win Miami 
Open  
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Á Roger Federer  outclassed long -standing rival 
Rafael Nadal to win the Miami Open on 
Sunday and continued his remarkable 
comeb ack run in 2017.   

Á 18-Grand Slam champion ousted the Spaniard 
in straight sets 6 -3, 6-4 to win the third Miami 
Open title.   

Á The loss was Nadal's fifth in a final in Miami 
and this remains one tournament that the 
Spaniard is yet to win.  

Á Since returning from his six month injury lay -
off, Federer is not putting a foot wrong and 
has registered wins in the last four meetings 
against Nadal --including Australian Open and 
Indian Wells Title  
 

Singapore blocks visas for Indian IT professionals  

Á While the focus has been  on the US, visas for 
IT professionals to work in Singapore have 
dropped "to a trickle", prompting the 
government to put on hold the review of the 
Comprehensive Economic Cooperation 
Agreement (CECA) citing violation of the trade 
pact.  

Á With Indian companies  being advised to hire 
local talent, they are looking at relocating 
some of their operations to other countries in 
the region.   

Á From HCL and TCS, which were the early 
movers to Singapore, the list has expanded to 
include Infosys, Wipro, Cognizant and L&T 
Infotech.  

Á Singapore authorities were insisting on what is 
called "economic needs test" (ENT), which 
requires compliance with certain economic 
criteria, to deny access to Indian professionals  

Á In recent years, Singapore has emerged as a 
key opponent of allowi ng foreign professionals 
into the island nation.  

 
Dawit Isaak chosen for 2017 World Press Freedom 
Prize 

Á Dawit Isaak a journalist who was arrested in 
Eritrea in 2001, and whose case has been 
championed for years by human rights 
organizations and internation al governments, 
will receive the 2017 UNESCO/Guillermo Cano 
World Press Freedom Prize.  

Á He was a co -founder of the first independent 
newspaper in Eritrea when he was arrested in 
a security crackdown that followed the 
September 11 attacks in the United State s, 
and a call for democratic dialogue at home.   

Á He had returned to the small Horn of Africa 
nation, tucked along the Red Sea between 
Sudan and Ethiopia, after living in Sweden for 
years.  

Á The $25,000 Prize is named in honour of 
Guillermo Cano Isaza, a Colom bian journalist 
who was assassinated in 1986 in front of the 
offices of his El Espectador newspaper in 
Bogotá.   

Á It is awarded each year to an individual or 
organization that has persevered to protect 
press freedoms under adversity.  

Á The Prize will be awarde d during the 
celebration of World Press Freedom Day on 
May 3, which will be hosted in Jakarta, 
Indonesia.  

 
MS Dhoni officially turns Gulf Oil India CEO  
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Á Former India captain Mahendra Singh Dhoni, 
who has worn many hats over the years, worn 
another feather i n his cap today.   

Á The ȂCaptain Coolȃ has been appointed as the 
CEO of Gulf Oil India for a day.   

Á The former Indian captain was named as the 
brand ambassador of Gulf Oil back in 2011 
and since then has shared a good bond with 
it.   

Á To take this relationship a step forward, the 
company decided to appoint him as CEO for a 
day  
 

First bio -gas bus in Kolkata with flat Re 1 fare  

Á A city -based company has claimed to have 
launched the first bio -gas fuelled bus in 
Kolkata keeping a flat fare of just Re 1.  

Á All buses wil l have a flat fare of Re 1 
irrespective of the distance, even in excess of 
40 km  

Á Presently, the lowest fare in a Kolkata bus is 
Rs 6. 

Á The first bus will run a distance of 17 km 
between Ultadanga and Garia in the southern 
fringes of the city and Phoenix Ind ia will run 
the bio -gas service from its Corporate Social 
Responsibility fund.  
 

Indian Government Withdraws FAME Subsidies For 
Mild Hybrids  

Á The Central Government has effectively 
withdrawn the subsidies that have been 
provided to mild hybrid diesel cars un der the 
FAME scheme.   

Á The FAME or ȂFaster Adoption and 
Manufacturing of Hybrid and Electric Vehiclesȃ 
was introduced in 2015 and offered discounts 

of up to Rs 29,000 for two wheelers and up to 
Rs 1.38 lakh for four wheelers.   

Á The change in policy will affe ct the prices of 
two Maruti Suzuki vehicles in India, the Ertiga 
and the Ciaz. Incidentally, the Ciaz was just 
recently moved to the Nexa chain of premium 
dealerships.  

Á The overall benefit given under the FAME 
scheme was approximately Rs 66 Crore.   

Á Accordin g to the Department of Heavy 
Industries, almost Rs 40 Crore of the funds 
allotted, which is close to 60% of the total 
allotments were directed towards the mild 
hybrid cars while the more eco -friendly (but 
more expensive) full electric cars got only 
about 1 4% of the total subsidy offered.

Á The GST is one of the most significant reforms 
since India opened its economy in the early

Á For example, a panel of central and state 
finance chiefs has agreed for tax rates, 
ranging from 5 to 28 percent, it has yet to 
decide which rates will apply to which 
categories of goods.   

Á GST will subsume a host of indirect taxes 
levied by the Centre and states, including 
excise duty, VAT, service tax, entry, lu xury and 
entertainment levies.  

Á The government is set to roll out the GST from 
July 1. 
 

Indiaȃs is the worldȃs 7th largest tourism economy 
in terms of GDP  

Á India's travel and tourism sector ranks 7th in 
the world in terms of its total contribution to 
the cou ntry's GDP, according to a new report 
of the World Travel and Tourism Council 
(WTTC).

Á The 28-year -old became the third Indian 
cricketer to win the award, which has been 
running since 2003 and covers all the t hree 
formats of the game in the preceding calendar 
year. Former Indian opener Virender Sehwag 
earned the honour twice by Wisden, while 
legendary cricketer Sachin Tendulkar won it 
once.

Á Israel is a top weapons exporter, with sales 
last year surging to $ 6.5  billion.

Á Central Board of Direct Taxes or CBDT said 
that the account holders may be informed 
that, in case self -certifications are not 
provided till April 30, 2017, the accounts would

Á A drop in executions in the US has meant that 
America has now fallen out of the top five 
countries for judicial killings.  

Á The other countries in the top  five are: 2nd, 
Iran; 3rd, Saudi Arabia; 4th, Iraq and 5th,

Á State fuel retailers currently revise rates on 1st 
and 16th of every month based on average 
internatio nal price of the fuel in the preceding 
fortnight and currency exchange rate.  

Á Instead of using fortnightly average, pump 
rates will reflect daily movement in 
international oil prices and rupee -US dollar 
fluctuations.

Supreme Court recognizes transgenders as 'third 
gender'  

Á In a landmark judgment, the Supreme C ourt 
on Tuesday created the "third gender" status 
for hijras or transgenders. Earlier, they were 
forced to write male or female against their 
gender.  

Á The SC asked the Centre to treat transgender 
as socially and economically backward.  

Á The apex court said th at transgenders will be 
allowed admission in educational institutions 
and given employment on the basis that they 
belonged to the third gender category.  

Á The SC said absence of law recognizing hijras 
as third gender could not be continued as a 
ground to dis criminate them in availing equal 
opportunities in education and employment.  

Á This is for the first time that the third gender 
has got a formal recognition.   

Á The third gender people will be considered as 
OBCs. 

Á The SC said they will be given educational and 
employment reservation as OBCs.  
 

Maharashtra staged special drive for 
transgenders to register as voters  

Á Maharashtra became the first state to launch 
a special awareness drive to ensure that 

transgenders in the state register as voters in 
greater numbers.   

Á The state branch of the Election Commission 
of India (ECI) launched the drive on April 15, 
celebrated as Third Gender Day.  

Á According to ECI officials, despite the 
approximate population of third genders in 
Maharashtra being pegged at more than 10 
lakh, onl y about 1,700 are registered voters.  

Á The ECI prepared a two -and -a-half -minute film, 
slated to run in 400 theatres four times a day 
over the next week.  

Á The commission also put up posters on two

Govt begins to walk the talk on governance in 
PSU banks  

Á To prime public sector banks (PSBs) to hold 
their own against nifty private sector rivals 
and also prepare them for possible mergers in 
the futu re, the Bank Boards Bureau (BBB) has 
drawn up an elaborate Governance, Reward 
and Accountability Framework (GRAF).  

Á The GRAF seeks to ensure that corporate 
governance at PSBs is in keeping with various 
pieces of legislation, including the Companies 
Act, 201 3, Banking Regulation Act, 1949, and 
Securities and Exchange Board of India (listing 
obligations and disclosure requirements) 
Regulations, 2015.  

Á Further, the framework abides by the 
guidelines of the Basel Committee on Banking 
Supervision on corporate gove rnance 
principles for banks. Among others, the 
principles deal with the boardȃs overall 
responsibilities, board qualifications and 
composition, senior management, risk 
management function, compliance, internal 
audit and compensation.  

Á The BBB was set up las t year to make 
recommendations for selection of the chiefs of 
PSBs and financial institutions and help them 
develop strategies and capital -raising plans.  

Á The Bureau has evolved a code of conduct and 
ethics that can be enforced across all PSBs to 
ensure the  right behaviour.  

Á It has also come up with compensation 
reforms so that best practices can be 
introduced in PSBs on the lines already 
prevalent in Central Public Sector Enterprises.  

Á The BBB has evolved a relative performance 
rating system to assess the per formance of 
PSBs, its directors and employees; and 
performance evaluation system based on 
which decision -making for the 
extension/termination of a whole -time director 
can be undertaken objectively.  

Á The BBBȃs GRAF move comes in the context of 
PSBs facing ch allenges on various fronts, 
including competition from new entrants, 
aggressive private banks and NBFCs eating 
into their market share on the loans front, and 
jump in bad loans.  

Á The Bureau was operationalised after Finance 
Minister Arun Jaitley called for PSBs to be 
competitive, in his Budget speech of 2016 -17.

ASCI Releases Guidelines For Celebrities In 
Advertising  

Á Advertising Standards Council of India (ASCI ) 
has developed a set of guidelines to protect 
consumers' interest while encouraging 
celebrities and advertisers to refrain from 
endorsing misleading advertisements.   

Á At a time when the Consumer Affairs Ministry 
is intending to review the Consumer Protecti on 
Act and may have a provision to deal with 
misleading advertisements featuring 
celebrities, these guidelines by ASCI could 
serve as a good reference for advertisers.   

Á The ASCI's guidelines help in ensuring that 
claims made in advertising are not misleadi ng, 
false or go unsubstantiated.   

Á Advertisers following these guidelines will 
protect the interests of the consumers, 
especially for products or services, which can 
cause serious financial loss or physical harm.  

Highlights of the Guidelines  

Á All advertiseme nts featuring Celebrities should 
ensure that it does not violate any of the ASCI 
code in letter and spirit. Celebrities are 
expected to have adequate knowledge of 
these Codes and it is the duty of the Advertiser 
and the Agency to make sure that the 
Celebri ty they wish to engage with is made 
aware of them.   

Á Testimonials, endorsements or representations 
of opinions or preference of Celebrities must 
reflect genuine, reasonably current opinion of 
the individual(s) making such representations, 
and must be based upon adequate 
information about or experience with the 
product or service being advertised.   

Á Celebrity should do due diligence to ensure 
that all description, claims and comparisons 
made in the advertisements they appear in or 
endorse are capable of being objectively 
ascertained and capable of substantiation and 
should not mislead or appear deceptive.   

Á Celebrities should not participate in any 
advertisement of a product or treatment or 
remedy that is prohibited for advertising under 
The Drugs & Magic Remedi es (Objectionable 
Advertisements) Act 1954 as updated from 
time to time The Drugs & Cosmetic Act 1940 
and Rules 1945: (Schedule J) as updated from 
time to time  

Á A product which by law requires a health 
warning "ȋ..is injurious to health" on its 
packaging or  advertisement.

Emma Morano: World's oldest person dies at age 
117  

Á The world's oldest person has died at age 117 
in her home in northern Italy.  

Á Emma Morano was born on November 29, 
1899. She was also believed to have been the 
last surviving person in the world who was 
born in the 1800s.  

Á The eldest of eight children, Morano outlived 
all of her younger siblings.  

Á Morano went on to support herself by working 
in a factory making jute bags, then at a hotel, 
working way beyond the usual retirement age.  
 

Internet, computer pioneer Robert W Taylor dies 
aged 85  

Á Robert W Taylor, who was instrume ntal in 
creating the internet and the modern personal 
computer, has died at the age of 85.  

Á While working for the Pentagon's Advanced 
Research Projects Agency (ARPA) in 1966, Mr 
Taylor shepherded the creation of single 
computer network ARPANET Ȁ which evolv ed 
into the internet Ȁ after becoming frustrated 
he had to use three separate terminals to 
communicate with researchers around the 
country.  

Á In 1961, Mr Taylor was a project manager for 
NASA when he directed funding to Douglas 
Engelbart at the Stanford Rese arch Institute, 
who helped develop the modern computer 
mouse.

Á Naval ship ȂINS Chennaiȃ was formally

Á Amid demands for farm loan waiver in the 
state, the government has announced 
ȂAdvanced Farming ǿ Enriched Farmerȃ 
scheme, with an aim to increase farmersȃ 
income by cutting production cost and 
increasing the output.

Á Under the initiative, the government has 
declared each tehsil in the state as a unit 
where planning will be done for agri -
development.  

Á The major tasks that would be undertaken are: 
raising production of major crop s (up to the 
level of its genetic yield potential), 
diversification of crops, introducing marketing 
techniques, uniting farmers through farm 
producersȃ companies and making them 
financially stable  

Á The district agricultural department is asked to 
coordinate  with farmers and their societies 
about the target of production.   
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Á They will plan for the crop according to the 
soil, water conservation, loans being 
distributed in tehsils, etc.  
 

Australia scraps 457 visas used largely by Indians  

Australia will abolish a  popular work visa used 
by over 95,000 foreign workers, a majority of them 
Indians, to tackle the growing unemployment in the 

country and replace it with a new programme 
requiring higher English -language proficiency and 

job skills.  
Á The programme known as 4 57 visa allows 

businesses to employ foreign workers for a 
period of up to four years in skilled jobs where 
there is a shortage of Australian workers.   

Á Australian workers must have priority for 
Australian jobs, so we are abolishing the 457 
visa, the visa th at brings temporary foreign 
workers into our country.  

Á The majority of the visa holders under this 
category were from India, accounting for 
almost a quarter of the intake, followed by the 
UK and China at 19.5% and 5.8 % respectively  

Á The new visa will includ e mandatory criminal 
checks and tighter English language 
requirements. The new ȅTemporary Skill 
Shortage VisaȆ programme will comprise two 
streams ȀShort Term and Medium Term Ȁand 
will be underpinned by more focused 
occupation lists that are responsive to ge nuine 
skill needs and regional variations across 
Australia.   

Á Short -term visas will be issued for two years, 
while medium -term visas will be issued only for 
more critical skills shortages and for up to four 
years.   

Á Both streams will include mandatory labour  
market testing with limited exemptions, a new 
non -discriminatory workforce test; mandatory 
criminal history checks, a market salary rate 
assessment and a new two -year work 
experience requirement.  
 

RUSA Portal, Mobile App For Higher Education 
Launched  

Á Unio n Minister of Human Resource 
Development Prakash Javadekar today 
launched the unique portal and mobile app of 
Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA),

Á Supported by the Massachusetts Association 
for the Blind and Visual ly Impaired (MABVI), 
the 31 -year -old Baheti travelled to the USA 
and became the first visually impaired Indian 
to participate in the famous marathon.   

Á With assistance from an old college friend, 
Boston -based Devika Narain Aerts, Baheti 
finished the 121st B oston Marathon as one of 
30,000 runners on a blisteringly hot Monday.   

Á The 2017 Boston Marathon has been recorded 
as the second hottest in a decade.  

Á Baheti completed the approximately 42.16 km 
distance in just over four hours  
 

BRABO: First Made in India in dustrial robot  

Á TAL Manufacturing Solutions, a wholly owned 
subsidiary of Tata Motors has launched Indiaȃs 
first industrial -articulated robot and it goes by 
the name ȅBRABOȆ. 

Á The robot is indigenously developed for micro, 
small and medium enterprises in Ind ia.  

Á The robot is available in payloads of 2 kilos 
and 10 kilos and is priced competitively 
between Rs 5 to 7 lakh.  

Á The company took three years in R&D before 
launching the robot and spent nearly Rs 10 
crore in the process.  

Á This is the first time that an in dustrial robot 
has been conceptualised, designed and 
manufactured in India, the company said.  

Á BRABO is meant to complement the human 
workforce and perform repetitive, high volume, 
dangerous and time -consuming tasks from 
raw material handling to packaging o f finished 
products

Á The prestigious Shambhavi Puraskar, 2017 
was persented to Hari Sankar Rout for his 
outstanding contribution towards social 
change.  

Á The award carrying a trophy, citation and a 
cash prize of Rs 2.

Govt bans use of red beacons on vehi cles 

Á Union Cabinet on Wednesday decided to ban 
the use of red beacons on all VIP vehicles, 
including those of the President, Vice -President 
and Prime Minister, from May 1.   

Á From May 1, no person in the country will be 
able to put a red light on their vehic les. There 
is no exception to this  

Á Emergency services, like ambulances and fire 
brigade, will be allowed to use blue beacons.  

Á Earlier, the Supreme Court had also asked all 
state governments to restrict the list of VIPs 
who are allowed beacons on their vehi cles. 

Á Some state governments like Punjabi. Uttar 
Pradesh and Delhi have already barred the use 
of red beacons.   

Á The government will bring about the necessary 
amendment to the Central Motor Vehicle 
Rules, 1989, in this regard.  

Á "Rule 108 deals with the use o f red, white and 
blue lights on vehicles. Rule 108 -1 (III) says the 
Centre and states can specify dignitaries who 
can use beacons on their (official) vehicles. It is 
a central rule and is being abolished from the 
rule book,  
 

Vistadome, India's First Train With Glass Ceiling  

Á Aiming to provide a delightful travelling 
experience to the picturesque Araku valley in 
Visakhapatnam, the Railways introduced a 
see-through Vistadome coach on its 
Visakhapatnam -Kirandul passenger train.   

Á Railway Minister Suresh Prabhu f lagged -off 
the train through a video link from 
Bhubaneswar.   

Á The specially -designed Vistadome air -
conditioned coach, claimed to be a first -of -its -
kind in Indian Railways, has large glass 
windows and an observation lounge that offer 
passengers a panoramic v iew of the sites 
along the 128 -km rail route from 
Visakhapatnam to Araku valley hill station.   

Á The coach also has a glass -domed ceiling, 
automatic sliding doors and a multi -tier 
luggage rack

Á This super -Earth, dubbed LHS 1140b, may be 
astronomer's be st candidate yet in the search 
for alien life  

Á The LHS 1140 system might prove to be an 
even more important target for the future 
characterisation of planets in the habitable 
zone than Proxima b or TRAPPIST -1 

Á The small size of the host star and its 
proximit y to us mean that telescopes might be 
able to search for specific gases in the planetȃs 
atmosphere if it has one.  

Á LHS 1140b orbits in the habitable region or 
'Goldilocks zone' around a faint red dwarf star 
named LHS 1140.

Á Twenty -five per cent of the husband's net 
salary would be just and proper to be awarded 
as maintenance to the (former) wife.   

Á The amount of permanent  alimony awarded to 
her must be befitting the status of the parties 
and the capacity of the spouse to pay 

maintenance, which is always dependant on

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Á The Unesco Peace Prize jury "recognised 
(Nicolini) for her boundless humanity and 
unwavering commitment to refugee crisis 
management and integration in response to 
the arrival of thousands of refugees on the 
shores of Lampedusa and elsewhere in Italy."

Á The country garnered the most number of 
votes in the Asian group, with 49 out of 50 
members of ECOSOC voting in its favour.  

Á The 13 members elected for three -year terms, 
beginning January 2018, include Burkina Faso, 
Iran, Japan, Pakistan, Belar us, Bulgaria, 
Moldova, Brazil, Chile, Cuba, the United 
Kingdom and United States.  

Á The CPC is the main subsidiary organ of the 
Economic and Social Council and the General 
Assembly for planning, programming and 
coordination.

Cricket removed from 2018 Asian Games 
programme  

Á One of the sports to miss out from the 
programme list of the 2018 Asian Games in 
Jakarta and Palembang is cricket. Apart from 
cricket, skateboarding, sambo and surfing are 
among the other sports which have been 
removed from the progra mme in order to 
reduce the burden on Indonesian organisers.  

Á This measure was taken as a part of the series 
of changes aimed at reducing the total 
number of events from 493 to 431. Also 
omitted from the list are kurash and belt 
wrestling events  

Á No changes, however, have yet been made to 
any of the other 28 permanent Summer 
Olympic sports due to be contested.  

Á This includes those, like handball, which 
remains low profile in the south -east Asian 
nation.  
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17 -yr-old Washington Sundar becomes 3rd 
youngest to play IPL 

Á Aged 17 years and 199 days, Rising Pune 
Supergiant spinner Washington Sundar has 
become the third youngest cricketer to play in 
IPL.  

Á Sundar was picked by the franchise as a 
replacement for injured Ravichandran Ashwin. 
Royal Challengers Bangalore's Sar faraz Khan, 
who played his first IPL match aged 17 years 
and 177 days, was the youngest to play in the 
league.  
 

Science And Technology  
India Enters Select Club As Navy Successfully 
Test-Fires Land -Attack Brahmos Missile  

Á Indian Naval ship for the first time  fired a land -
attack BrahMos supersonic cruise missile.  

Á Land attack version of BrahMos supersonic 
cruise missile was fired for the first time from 
an Indian Navy's stealth frigate, off the 
eastern coast, at a land target  

Á This puts India in a select club of  nations with 
such capability.  

Á The land -attack version of BrahMos has been 
operationalised in the Indian Army since 2007.  

Á The BrahMos missile, with a range of 290 km 
and a Mach 2.8 speed, is capable of being 
launched from land, sea and sub -sea pads 
against  sea and land targets.  

Á BrahMos, jointly developed by India and 
Russia, is considered the only supersonic cruise 
missile in the world. The missile was first 
inducted in the India Navy in 2005.  

Á India is developing 450 km and 800 km range 
BrahMos missiles and  an air launched version, 

designed to be delivered from Su -30 jets. It is 
also in the development phase.  

 

National Events  
Andhra Pradesh set up welfare board for 
transgenders  

Á Andhra Pradesh has now followed in Tamil 
Nadu and Keralaȃs footsteps to establish a 
welfare board for transgender persons in the 
state.  

Á They launched the ȂAndhra Pradesh Hijra 
Transgender Welfare Boardȃ on Thursday at 
the Sri Venkateshwara University in Tirupati, 
and the move was welcomed by the trans 
community in Andhra.  

Á Rachana Mudra boyini, a transgender rights 
activists who was part of the inauguration 
ceremony, said she hopes that the board 
would help the community fight for their 
rights.  

Á The welfare board will be run by direct 
democracy by the community, with special 
voting rights for the minorities.  

Á The board is also expected to help the 
members of the transgender community have 
access to the government welfare schemes.  

Á The move comes years after the Supreme 
Court in the NALSA case ordered that 
transgender persons have a right to s elf 
identify, and also ordered the Centre and state 
governments to take steps for protecting their 
rights.  

Á While other states like Tamil Nadu, Kerala and 
West Bengal have set up welfare boards and 
policies for transgender persons, this is the 
first time th at Andhra has formulated a policy 
to help transgender persons get education 
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and jobs, and also provide economic 
assistance to them.  

 

World Bank to extend $375 mn loan for National 
Waterway -1 on Ganga  

Á The World Bank has approved a loan of $375 
million for c apacity augmentation of National 
Waterway -1 (NW-1) on the river Ganga under 
the Jal Marg Vikas Project (JMVP).  

Á The financial assistance from the World Bank 
would help to develop the Rs 5,369 -crore NW -
1 from Haldia to Varanasi.   

Á The project will enable comm ercial navigation 
of vessels with  capacity  of 1,500 -2,000 
deadweight tonnes along a 1,390 -km stretch.  

Á NW-1 is a waterway of national significance 
passing through Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, 
Jharkhand and West Bengal, serving the cities 
of Allahabad, Varanasi, Gh azipur, Bhagalpur, 
Patna, Howrah, Haldia and Kolkata, and their 
industrial hinterland including several 
industries located in the Ganga basin. The rail 
and road corridors in this region are already 
saturated.

Aw ards 2017   

Á Chitra Productions in association with 
Dadasaheb Phalke Excellence Awards 2017 
celebrated the 148th birth anniversary of the 
father of Indian Cinema, the respected 
Dadasaheb Phalke.

Á Veteran Zeenat Aman walked the stage to 
receive the Lifetime Achievement Award. On 
the other hand, Sircar bagged Creative 
Director Awa rd for ȅPinkȆ, along with Rohit 
Roy, who bagged the Best Negative Role in 
Film for ȅKaabilȆ.  

Á Dadasaheb Phalke Award is given to a film 
personality for his or her outstanding 
contribution to the growth and development 
of Indian Cinema.  

Á The Dadasaheb Phalke  Award was introduced 
in 1969 by the government to recognise the 
contribution of film personalities towards the 
development of Indian Cinema.   

Á The first recipient of this award was Devika 
Rani.

India replaces Japan as no 2 LPG importer  

Á Indi a has replaced Japan as world's number 
two importer of liquefied petroleum gas or 
LPG, thus giving a push to Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi's call for a 'safer kitchen', 
according to a report in Bloomberg.  

Á In India, a substantial number of households 
that pa rticularly in rural parts of the country 
use fuels that increase the level of air pollution 
and also expose people to life -threatening 
diseases.  

Á According to data from Oil Ministry's 
Petroleum Planning and Analysis Cell, country 
imported 23 per cent more L PG in financial 
year 2016 -17, a figure that stands at 11 
million tonnes.  

Á The report added that Japan recorded a drop 
of 3.2 per cent in LPG imports during the 
period under review to 10.6 million tonnes.

Á In 2006, India introduced its first aromatic 
stamp, with a Rs. 15 sandalwood -scented 
stamp where 30 lakh of these sold out within 
two weeks.  

Á In 2007, rose -scented stamps were released in 
four varieties of flower - Jawahar, Neelam, 
Delhi Princess and Bhim - each priced at Rs. 
five and a jasmine fragrance in 2008.

Á  A state -run Chinese company will handle the 
operations of Pakistan's strategic Gwadar port 
for a period of 40 years   

Á China Overseas Port Holding Company 
(COPHC) would carry out all the development 
work on the port on the Arabian Sea.   

Á The COPHC has 91 per cent share of revenu e 
collection from gross revenue of terminal and 
marine operations and 85 per cent share from 
gross revenue of free zone operation   

Á Gwadar forms the southern Pakistan hub of 
the USD 57 billion China -Pakistan Economic 
Corridor (CPEC) infrastructure and energ y 
project that Beijing announced in 2014.   

Á Last year, Pakistan welcomed the first large 
shipment of Chinese goods at Gwadar, where 
the COPHC took over operations in 2013. It 
plans to eventually handle 300 million to 400 
million tonnes of cargo a year.   

Á The route through Gwadar offers China its 
shortest path to the oil -rich Middle East, 
Africa, and most of the Western hemisphere, 
besides promising to open up remote, 
landlocked Xinjiang.   
 

1st India Indonesia Energy Forum held in Jakarta  

Á Union Minister of Sta te (IC) for Power, Coal, 
New & Renewable Energy and Mines, Shri 
Piyush Goyal and H.E. Mr. Ignasius Jonan,

for the 1st India Indonesia Energy Forum, held 
in Jakarta, Ind onesia.

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fuel and geothermal area, Development on 
Joint Research or Technical Projects on subject 
of Mutual interest, Encouragement and 
promotion of investment and Encouragement 
of policy Dialogue in solar park.   

Á India is third largest importer of coal from 
Indonesia. Indias imports of coal from 
Indonesia amounted to US$ 3.5 billion  in 2016.

Á Prime Minister Narendra Modi on 24 April 
2015 called for an end to the practice of 
ȅhusbands of women sarpanchesȆ or 
ȅsarpanch patiȆ exercising undue influence on

Á Under the 14th Finance Commission, Centre 
will be releasing more than 2 lakh crore rupees 
to Gram Panchayats for 5 years to undertake 
physical and social infrastructure projects in 
the v illages.   

Á On National Panchayati Raj Day the national 
awards viz., Deendayal Upadhyay Panchayat

India becomes world's fifth -largest military 
spender   

Á India's military expenditure grew around 8.5 
per cent in 2016, making it the world's fifth 
largest spender at $55.9 billion, figures 
released by the Stockholm International Peace 
Research Institute (Sipri)   

Á As per the figures, the US remains the world's 
largest military spender registering a growth 
of 1.7 per cent between 2015 and 2016 to 
$611 billion.   

Á China is second on the list spending $215 
billion, an increase of 5.4 per  cent.   

Á Russia increased its spending by 5.9 per cent 
to $69.2 billion, making it the third largest 
spender.   

Á Saudi Arabia, the third largest spender in 
2015, dropped to the fourth position in 2016 
with its spending dropping by 30 per cent in 
2016 to $63.7  billion, despite its continued 
involvement in regional wars.   

 
In a first, Uttarakhand monitors forest fires with 
drones  

Á In a first, the Uttarakhand Forest Department 
has launched a drone for real -time monitoring 
of the forest fire and to take preventive 
measures,  

Á The drone was launched by the state's Forest 
and Wildlife Minister Harak Singh Rawat from 
a remote location in Nainital district that falls 
under the western circle -- a big part of the 
vast Terai region of the state located outside 
the tiger and  forest reserves.  

Á The Forest Department has dedicated three 
drones for monitoring the forest fire  

Á Using drones for real -time monitoring of the 
forest fires is the first time in India  

Á Uttarakhand faces maximum incidents of 
forest fires in the country.  

 
Indi a's First Sea Ropeway to Link Mumbai, 
Elephanta Island  

Á India's first and longest ropeway to connect 
Mumbai with the famous Elephanta Island in 
the Arabian Sea is planned to be constructed 
by the Mumbai Port Trust  

Á The 8-km ropeway will begin from Sewri in 
Mumbai's east coast and end at Raigad 
district's Elephanta Island, globally renowned 
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for Elephanta Caves, a Unesco World Heritage 
site.  

Á The approximately 40 -minute ride by a 20 -
seater cable car, with a transit station midway 
will prove to be a major boost t o tourism  

Á Accessible only by ferries from the mainland or 
motor launches from the Gateway of India, it 
takes around an hour for the 10 -km cruise 
from Mumbai and vice versa.  

Á For nearly three decades, the island hosts the 
famed two -day Elephanta Cultural Fes tival in 
winters, organised by the Maharashtra 
Tourism Development Corporation, attracting 
the best of performers

India to export mangoes to Australia for the first 
time   

Á India may export mangoes that meet 
biosecurity standards to Aus tralia for the first 
time following revision of protocols to allow 
them in the Australian economy.   

Á Robert Gray from Australian Mango Industry 
Association, said the Indian mangoes would be 
for sale outside of the Australian mango 
season.   

Á However, the frui t has to meet biosecurity 
standards including irradiation before they are 
exported   

Á Mexico, the Philippines and Pakistan have 
previously exported mangoes to Australia over 
the years.   

Á All shipments to Australia would be sent by air, 
and the company would i nitially focus on 
exporting the Alphonso and Kesar varieties of 
mango.   

Á Alphonso is slightly tricky but handled well it is 
one of the best varieties in India   

Á Kesar is the best commercial variety because it 
has a good price, good flavour, and it handles 
very well

Nadal wins historic 10th Monte Carlo title  

Á Rafael Nadal won the Monte Carlo Masters for 
a record -breaking 10th time with a dominant 
6-1, 6-3 defeat of Spanish compatriot Albert 
Ramos-Vinolas  

Á It was Nadal's first title in almost a year and 
further cemented his place in history as he 
became the first man in the Open era to win 
the same event 10 times.  

Á He won eight Monte Carlo titles in a row from 
2005 to 2012 but then lost to Novak Djokovic 
in the 2013 final. He won the title again last 
year   

Á Nadal's 50 clay titles breaks the record he 
shared with Guillermo Vilas since April last 
year when he lifted his ninth trophy in 
Barcelona.  
 

Haryana emerges champion at National Youth 
Athletics Meet  

Á Haryana beat arch rivals Kerala after six years 
to win th e team championship at the National 
Youth Athletics Meet  

Á Haryana emerged champions with 166.5 
points. Kerala, which stood at the top place in 
the last five years, could manage only 134.75 
points to finish runners -up. 

Á However, they retained the team crown f or 
girls (100 points) while Haryana boys tops with 
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108.5 points at the end of the three -dayKerala 
pole vaulter Nivya Antony equaled her 
national youth record by scaling to 3.32 m at 
Hyderabad, a height she first recorded at 
Coimbatore last November during the junior 
nationals. meet.

NASA's Super Pres sure Balloon Takes Flight From 
New Zealand  

Á NASA successfully launched its football -
stadium -sized, heavy -lift super pressure 
balloon (SPB) from Wanaka  

Á While validating the super pressure balloon 
technology is the main flight objective, the 
International Ext reme Universe Space 
Observatory on a Super Pressure Balloon 
(EUSO-SPB) payload is flying as a mission of 
opportunity.   

Á Also flying on the payload is a poppy in 
commemoration of Anzac Day, a national day 
of remembrance in New Zealand and Australia 
similar i n spirit to the U.S. observance of 
Memorial Day.    

Á EUSO-SPB's objective is to detect ultra -high 
energy cosmic rays from beyond our galaxy as 
they penetrate the Earthȃs atmosphere.  

Á As these high -energy particles enter the 
atmosphere, they interact with ni trogen 

molecules in the air and create a UV 
fluorescence light.   

Á From its high -altitude vantage point, EUSO -
SPB will look downward observing a broad 
swathe of the Earthȃs atmosphere to detect 
the UV fluorescence from these deep space 
cosmic rays coming in from above.  

Á The 18.8 -million -cubic -foot (532,000 -cubic -
meter) Super Pressure Balloon lifted off from 
NASA's new launch pad adjacent to Wanaka 
Airport carrying a suspended payload of 5,500 
pounds (2,495 kilograms).   

Á The new pad along with a recently establi shed 
10-year lease with Queenstown Airport 
Corporation are key developments for 
enhancing NASA's mid -latitude, long -duration 
balloon flight operations in New Zealand. 
According to Fairbrother, future investments 
include a payload processing facility on -sit  

 
Caterpillar found to eat shopping bags, 
suggesting biodegradable solution to plastic 
pollution  

Á Scientists have found that a caterpillar 
commercially bred for fishing bait has the 
ability to biodegrade polyethylene: one of the 
toughest and most used plast ics, frequently 
found clogging up landfill sites in the form of 
plastic shopping bags.  

Á The wax worm, the larvae of the common 
insect Galleria mellonella, or greater wax 
moth, is a scourge of beehives across Europe. 
In the wild, the worms live as parasites in bee 
colonies. Wax moths lay their eggs inside hives 
where the worms hatch and grow on beeswax  

Á Around a hundred wax worms were exposed 
to a plastic bag from a UK supermarket. Holes 
started to appear after just 40 minutes, and 
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after 12 hours there was a r eduction in plastic 
mass of 92mg from the bag.  

Á Scientists say that the degradation rate is 
extremely fast compared to other recent 
discoveries, such as bacteria reported last year 
to biodegrade some plastics at a rate of just 
0.13mg a day.  

Á Polyethylene is largely used in packaging, and 
accounts for 40% of total demand for plastic 
products across Europe - where up to 38% of 
plastic is discarded in landfills. People around 
the world use around a trillion plastic bags 
every single year.

Á To meet the marketing sector challenges, the 
Agriculture Ministry has formulated APMC Act 
2017 and it is being shared with the States for 
imple mentation,  

Á The Centre has already asked States to modify 
their APMC Acts in order to have a single 
licence and single point of levy of market fee 
at the State level and then gradually move 
towards a single licence and single point of 
levy of market fee at the national level.  

Á The idea is to remove disincentives for farmers 
and traders to trade across the country as 
they will not have to shell out more money.  

Á Other proposals in the model APMC Act 
include promotion of national market for 

agriculture produce th rough provisioning of 
inter -State trading licence, grading and 
standardisation and quality certification, 
rationalisation of market fee and commission 
charges, provision for special commodity 
market yard and promotion of e -trading to 
increase transparency.  

Á The model Act also calls for full 
democratisation of market committee and 
State/UT Marketing Board.

Besides, it states 
that the countryȃs gross domestic product or 
economy would rise to Rs 469 lakh crore in 

2031 -32 from Rs 137 lakh crore level in 2015 -

Bengal drops Pradhan Mantri tag from central 
scheme  

Á The West Bengal go vernment has decided to 
drop the tag "Pradhan Mantri" from "Pradhan 
Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna" and rename it as 
"Bangla Fasal Bima Yojna",   

Á The reason behind the decision to drop the 
Pradhan Mantri tag, taken at a state Cabinet 
meeting earlier this month, wa s that the 
Centres share in such schemes had come 
down to 50:50  

Á As per the norm, the farmer had to pay one -
third of it while the remaining two -thirds was 
borne by the Centre and the state 
government.  

Á Earlier, the Centres contribution was either 90 
per cent  or around 75 per cent, which now 
came down to 50 per cent or below in several 
schemes.  

Á The state has already renamed some of the 
central government schemes like Swach 
Bharat has become Nirmal Bangla.  

Á It was also learnt that the Centre has sent a 
letter to  the state Panchayat department 
seeking the reason behind dropping "Pradhan 
Mantri" tag from the schemes.   

 
Narendra Modi flagged off first flight under UDAN 
regional connectivity scheme  

Á Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated 
the first flight under the R egional Connectivity 
Scheme Ude Desh Ka Aam Nagrik (Udan) by 
flagging off the Alliance Airlines flight on 
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Shimla -Delhi sector from Jubbar Hatti airport 
near Shimla.  

Á Simultaneously, he will also flag off the 
inaugural Udan flight on Nanded -Hyderabad 
and Kad apa -Hyderabad sectors.  

Á This gains significance as Shimla lacked air 
connectivity and a petition demanding 
recommencement of lights was suspended in 
2012.

Á India slipped three places i n the 2017 world 
press freedom rankings to 136th among 180 
countries  

Á In the index released on Wednesday, India was 
ranked just three places above Pakistan and 
was one notch below violence -torn Palestine. 
Indiaȃs neighbours Bhutan and Nepal were 
placed at 8 4th and 100th rank, respectively.  

Á Norway, Sweden, Finland and Denmark took 
the first four positions  in the rankings. The 
United States was at the 43rd position.  

 
Indian Oil to build new terminal at Motihari to 
supply fuel to Nepal  

Á The Indian Oil Corporatio n (IOC) plans to build 
a new oil terminal at Motihari in Bihar to 
supply fuel to neighbour Nepal through the 
planned pipeline up to Amlekganj in Nepal. 
The old terminal at Raxaul, also in the same 
Indian state, will be closed  

Á The Nepal government has accor ded the 
pipeline project a national priority status and 
is looking to get clearances from various 
authorities. Simultaneously, IOC has started 

the process of tendering for procuring 
mainline pipes  

Á as per the initial agreement, a new 200 -km 
pipeline at a co st of `700 crore is being laid 
between Patna and Motihari and will be used 
in case the new terminal at Motihari is not 
operational by the time the pipeline to Nepal 
is ready.   

Á A pipeline between Barauni, having a refinery 
from where fuel can be pumped, and  Patna 
already exists. IOC is in the process of 
acquiring environmental clearances for the 
Motihari terminal.   
 

Indian short film to be screened by Unesco in 
Indonesia  

Á Rahul V. Chittella's short film "Azaad", starring 
Atul Kulkarni and Sakshi Tanwar, will be 
screened by Unesco as part of a World Press 
Freedom Day event on May 3 in Jakarta, 
Indonesia.  

Á Apart from directing, Chittella, who was 
mentored by filmmaker Mira Nair for the film, 
has also written "Azaad". It tells the story of 
the dysfunctional relati onship between a 
father and his son.  

Á Every year, 3 May is a date which celebrates 
the fundamental principles of press freedom; 
to evaluate press freedom around the world, 
to defend the media from attacks on their 
independence and to pay tribute to journali sts 
who have lost their lives in the exercise of their 
profession.  

Á The international day was proclaimed by the 
UN General Assembly in 1993 following a 
Recommendation adopted at the 26th Session 
of UNESCO's General Conference in 1991.   
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Á This in turn was a re sponse to a call by African 
journalists who in 1991 produced the 
landmark Windhoek Declaration on media 
pluralism and independence.

ISRO Solar Calculator App Launched to Calculate 
Solar Energy Potential  

Á Indian Space Research Organisation's 
Ahmedabad -based Space Applications Centre 
(SAC) has developed an Android app, named 
Solar Calculator, for computing the solar 
energy potential o f any location.   

Á Developed at the behest of the Union Ministry 
of New and Renewable Energy, the ISRO Solar 
Calculator app is considered to be a "very 
useful" tool for installation of photovoltaic (PV) 
solar panels that is used for tapping solar 
energy,  

Á ISRO's Solar Calculator app provides monthly 
and yearly solar potential in kWh/m2 and the 
minimum and the maximum temperatures at 
any location.   

Á The Solar Calculator app also displays the 
location of a place on the satellite image as 
well as the day's length there during different 
periods in a year, and offers minimum and 
maximum temperature to calculate realistic 
solar potential.  

Á The new ISRO Solar Calculator app can 
provide solar energy potential of any given 
location by typing the name of the required 
locat ion; the location can also be obtained 
through GPS.   

Á ISRO says the Solar Calculator also gives 
monthly and yearly solar potential processed 
using Indian Geostationary Satellite data 
(Kalpana -1, INSAT-3D and INSAT -3DR), and 
also offers monthly minimum and m aximum 
temperature to calculate the realistic solar 
potential.

Á An express provision shall be inserted in the 
regulations to prevent resident Indians/NRIs or 
the entities which are beneficially owned by 
resident Indians/NRIs from subscribin g to 
Offshore Derivative Instruments (ODIs),   

Á P-notes are mostly used by overseas individual 
investors, hedge funds and foreign institutions 
to invest in the Indian securities markets 
through registered foreign institutional 
investors (FIIs).   

Á This investm ent instrument constitutes a 
major portion of the total FIIs' investments 
into the key domestic indices.   

Á P-Notes have also been associated with 
'round -tripping' of domestic black money back 
into the Indian economy.

US places India yet again on IPR Ȃpriority watchȃ 
list  

Á Expressing its disappointment with India for 
not making adequate changes in its IP laws 
and regulations despite announcing its 
National IPR policy last year, the US Trade 
Representativeȃs (USTR) office has once again 
placed the country in the Ȃpriority watchȃ list in 
this yearȃs edition of the Special 301 report. 

Á Being placed in the Ȃpriority watchȃ list means 
that India continues to figure among countries 
that the USTR feels have ȅserious intellectual 
property rights deficienciesȆ and do not give 
adequate protection to American companies.  

Á While the US does not threaten action against 
countries on the Ȃpriority watch listȃ, US laws 
say that retaliatory measures may be taken if 
a country slips further and is listed as a 
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priority country Ȁ which is the worst 
categorisation.  

Á The US 301 report further said that the US will 
continue to encourage the I ndian government 
to address the biggest gaps in its IP 
protections, including ȅuncertainties and 
challenges in the patent system (with 
particular regard for computer -related 
inventions (CRI) and Section 3(d) of the Patent 
Act), the need to modernise copyri ght laws, 
and the need for regulatory data protections.Ȇ

speak at TED Talks in Canada  

Á Bollywood superstar Shah Rukh Khan 
addressed the audience in a conference at 
TED Talks (Technology, Entertainment and 
Design  talks) in Canada.
